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This guideline describes the requirements to be fulfilled by authors for consideration in publishing their articles and this is where you write the abstract. Abstract should summarize to usually in one paragraph of 300 words or less (Minimum 200 words), the major aspects of the entire paper in a prescribed sequence such as overall purpose of the study, the research problem(s) you investigated, the basic design of the study, major findings or trends found as a result of your analysis; and a brief summary of your interpretations and conclusions should be included. No references should be used in the abstract.
Please give a precise and descriptive title of the paper. Please do not use tittles for the authors (e.g. MSc, PhD, Prof). Give one email address for correspondence. For text formatting of the paper use the styles provided in the template. 
The papers will be published digitally only. For conference attendees they will be available at CD provided with an abstract volume available as a printed booklet. The authors are advised to fill up the template, sticking to the same font style, size as well as spacing for easy processing of the final draft and maximum of 5 key words in alphabetical order should include at the bottom of the abstract. 
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
