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Abstract

This guideline describes the requirements to be fulfilled by authors for consideration in publishing their articles, and this is where you write the abstract. The maximum word count for abstract is 200 words. No references should be used in the abstract. Please give a precise and descriptive title of the paper. Please do not use titles for the authors (e.g. MSc, PhD, Prof). Give one email address for correspondence. For text formatting of the paper, use the styles provided in the template. The papers will be published digitally only, and the CD containing the conference proceedings will be available for the conference attendees along with a printed booklet of the abstract volume. The authors are advised to fill up the template, sticking to the same font style, size, and spacing to process the final draft easily. 
Pages in the full manuscript can be 6-8.

Introduction
This document is intended to serve the dual purpose of providing instructions to prospective authors and acting as a basic template for modifying the text and expanding to form papers in the required format.

2.
General Information
· The paper must be an Original Technical Paper based on research by the author(s) or an Original Article of Professional or Technical interest.

· Manuscripts should not contain any derogatory remark/s whatsoever about any person or organization.

· A representative abstract of not more than 200 words should be provided as indicated.

· It is preferable that the International System of Units (SI) be used. If other units are used, relevant SI units should be given within brackets or in a supplementary dual unit table.

· Papers initially received will be scrutinized for basic requirements and forwarded to two appropriate referees for evaluation and comments. The author will be provided with comments from referees on the paper. 

· Attended amendments/corrections will be re-directed to the referees for concurrence.

· After amendments are completed in consultation with the Editorial staff to the satisfaction of the referees, the final version of the manuscript should be submitted to the conference secretariat in soft form (Both MS-Word format and PDF). The soft copy may be emailed or submitted on a storage medium.

Format
The proceedings will be published digitally in standard A4 size paper with the two-column layout for the text. Diagrams and tables should be in portrait orientation with one or both column widths.

3.1
Size of the Paper

The size of the paper composed in the required format (A4 (JIS) as per the size of this format) is limited to six (6) to eight (8) pages. The maximum will not be waived under any circumstances.
3.2
Font and Margins

The font for the general text should be 'Book Antiqua' with an 11-point size. Main headings shall be bolded with the same font of 12-point size, while subheadings shall be 11-point size, bolded. Main and subheadings should be numbered in the manner adopted in this paper.
Margins shall be 20 mm at Top and Bottom; 25 mm at Left and Right, and Gutter: 0 mm. The width of a text column shall be 61 mm with a space of 10 mm in between.  

3.3
Headings and order of presentation

The author is free to name the subheadings according to the context and content of the paper. However, it is essential to have main headings in the following order for consistency.

1. Introduction


2. Methodology


3. Results


4. Discussion


5. Conclusions

Acknowledgements References/Bibliography

References (all should be cited in the main text), Bibliography and Acknowledgements should not be numbered. Either References or Bibliography may be used.

3.4
Limitations due to the format

Due to the adopted format, authors are advised not to use 'headers', 'footers' or 'foot notes'.

4.
Presentation
For the message delivered by the article to be more effective, the text should be supplemented by 'tables', 'figures' 'equations' & 'photographs' as appropriate and references to other publications. Authors can use colored figures as the proceedings will be published digitally.

Tables

Tables should be one or two columns width in portrait orientation. Each table should be sequentially numbered and titled above its top. Tables are to have borders as shown in Table 1,

4.2
Figures and Photographs 

Figures and photographs (color or black & white) can be one or two-column widths in portrait orientation. No Restrictions for the Number of color figures. Photographs should be preferably scanned (at 100 dpi in .jpg or .tif format) and sized before placement in the manuscript. Each figure should be sequentially numbered and titled below.

Equations should be indented and separated from the text and identified by consecutive numbers placed at the far-right side of the line within brackets.

References should be cited within brackets in the main text [1]. Formats for listing references vary according to the type of publication. Authors should therefore adhere to IEEE Referencing Style (Book Antiqua 11 pt.)
